beyond my control as a parent,
the bonds of family and the
pain of separation,” Gianulis
said. “I felt in many ways that
we were an average American
nuclear family and was blessed
to be writing about such light-
hearted issues.”

Moved by the submission
from a homeless mother, Wat-
son Smith decided to donate a
portion of the books’ proceeds
to support homeless families.
Donations will be made di-
rectly to St. Vincent de Paul’s
in San Diego and will benefit
free programs at the center
